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You ever hear of DJ Fletch? Didn't think so. Me either until his packages started showing up at the office. It's hard in the internet age to set yourself apart; to create your own lane. With his candy-colored artwork on the outside of his mixtapes, to the CD/DVD combination inside, the Dallas, TX representer is making his mark.


From the Soul Sessions, to the I Love the 80's/I Love the 90's discs, from Eminem to Missy Elliot tapes, Fletch been putting in work for the past three years. Inspired by everyone from Cut Chemist and DJ Shadow, to DJ Drama and Whoo Kid, Neil Armstrong and Peyote Cody, it was beat mashing and blends that originally inspired Fletch to pay closer attention to what was going on on mixtapes.


With a list of technicians for inspiration, Fletch finds himself motivated equally by the technical aspect of a well-crafted mixtape, as well as the music itself. Fletch cites the recent mixtape he did with DJ Scream, Shawty Balboa, as an example of showcasing talent, as well as blending the technical aspect. And with the release of the new “Notorious” film in theaters, instead of jumping on the Biggie mixtape trend, Fletch goes in a slightly different direction, putting out his Queen Bee tape, an homage to Lil Kim.


The mixtape/DVD combos take up to several weeks to mix it down and EQ. (You mixtape DJs hear that? You're supposed to mix your shit down, not just download the file off of Zshare...) But the quality DJ Fletch puts in to every one of his products doesn't end with the tape. That's only where it begins. His use of the thick CD cases instead of the slim cases, to make sure that the consumer does not accidentally think it's just another mixtape. Because it's not. He painstakingly works with mixtape cover artists like Kid Eight from the UK and Mike Rev from NY, typing out several paragraphs of his vision for the covers. “I try and pick something that would make it look like an album that you would buy in a store,” Fletch explains about his methodology. “I make it so if you pick that CD up ten years from now, you can still listen to it. You get out of the game what you put into it.”


Keep putting it in Fletch. And send me another package!
